Report from the Chair

Dr. Stuart Turner

This has been a year of great contrasts. The Refugeapyh@entre is now, for

the first time, established in its own premises. We haught a building of our

own and we have successfully negotiated all the planning approvals. It fdels as

we have now “come of age”. This wonderful step would certaintyhave been

possible without the generosity of all our donors. However, eqinafigrtant,

the transition would not have been as successful without the eastogity of
time of all the volunteers who assisted in the removal, therdtieg and the establishment of a
new building that has all the best characteristics (thaiogiersense of calm respect) of the
accommodation we have just left. It still feels likeaesplace in which people can start to open
up about their experiences if they wish.

It has also been a year in which increasing concerns haemgednabout human rights policies in
many parts of the world including our own. At any time of heigitetension, there is a natural
concern that security measures should be given a high pribtidyever, if this leads on to what
are perceived as repressive actions against one sectidghe cEommunity, even if these
perceptions are ill-founded, this may unfortunately lead to incrg@asnsion. Working with
refugees teaches us a lot about the social contexts in wioghepggecome involved in conflict
elsewhere and we need to be able to learn from this Adre.Refugee Therapy Centre is firmly
committed to the importance of an underlying human rights framework to all our work

This year has been a time of consolidation for our counselling and therajpgsemdowever, we
cannot be complacent. We urgently need to provide more support #id®rAlayarian in the
management of the Centre so that she can focus more on expamdoigitial activities. We
also need to review the reliance of the Centre on volustaffrand consider to what degree we
may need a small group of salaried clinicians to assist idatielopment of these services. We
must ensure that we continue to be strong managerially, dynarad educationally as we take
our next steps forward.

The strength of the Refugee Therapy Centre continues ta lieei commitment of its staff,
therapists, members of steering committees, patrons and alihinevolunteers. This was made
evident in the presentations at the annual open day. Thislyeauld particularly like to
welcome Mary Robertson and Winston Shapiro (honorary Treaswargw members of the
management committee and Eva Hoffman and Andrew Samuels asmspatr the Centre.
However, most of all, | should like to thank everyone who in tbein quiet ways continue to
make the Refugee Therapy Centre what it is today.



Report from the Clinical Director
Aida Alayarian

Our success at the Refugee Therapy Centre is down tocthiindh the majority
of therapists have a refugee or immigrant background and brithgtem a
wealth of linguistic, cultural and shared experiences.

During the last five years the Centre has responded t@wirgy need for a

counselling service which respects the cultural and linguisticls of individual
refugees and asylum seekers. To help our patients to feel empowered, wengitreetbboice of
receiving therapeutic support in English or in their own languagthe core of our work are the
refugees and asylum seekers themselves.

We acknowledge the potential for misunderstanding or failureomnwunication between a
therapist and patient in our work with refugees and asylum ieekeme patients prefer not to
see a therapist from their own cultural background because of &elimgjstrust, guilt, shame or
embarrassment about what has happened to them, but also due tertsityiof the pain in their
own language. Some people simply do not want to have contact with hitparsheir own
background because they feel rejected by their own people and country.

The Process of Referral and Therapy

Mental health professionals, refugee community organisationgl seorkers and schools can
refer patients to the Centre in writing. We like writteeferrals to state the client’s full name,
date of birth, contact details, country of origin, language needsreason for referral. For
patients who have undergone assessment, we find it helpful foroamsmondence or reports
relating to their treatment to be enclosed. If patients haeady received treatment from a
Mental Health Service, we will enquire about their historfpteeproceeding. Once a referral is
made, the referral agency will receive a letter of ackadgément informing them of the next
step, which may be a request for more information or the fa@biatment. A letter will also be

sent to the patient acknowledging that they have been refermear tservice, and that we will

invite them for assessment soon.

Following assessment, those patients considered for whom indiviklesdpy is considered
appropriate are allocated a therapist for an initial periotivefve to twenty-four sessions on a
weekly basis. The patient may see a psychotherapist or caungglb speaks their own
language or an English speaker if they prefer. We take imtouat the fact that some patients
prefer not to see someone from their own cultural background, deelitogs of mistrust, guilt,
shame or embarrassment and also the intensity of emotion and fpgroup therapy is
considered appropriate, this is discussed with them, and the patievitad to attend the group
meetings. In most cases people join a group after some inii@idual therapy. This is to
prepare them for the group, and also to inform and prepare the @ndugbtain their agreement
for a new member to join.

Children
One of our priorities is giving help to children, young people and fheiilies. The Centre

receives referrals for children experiencing problems pfsasent either at school, or at home.
In their struggle to cope with their past experiences tbktdren often exhibit feelings of anger,



what is usually called ‘challenging behaviour’ such as lacktt#ntion and concentration, or

worrying symptoms of withdrawal. The therapeutic
approach we use can help children or young people to see
how and why they may project their feelings of
persecution on to those around them. With ongoing
therapeutic intervention, we help them to deal with the
emotions that lie beneath their behaviour and with the
reactions it provokes in other people, and help them to
learn how they can cope with their experiences.

When referred, a child is seen either alone or with a panetftei first
session, according to what is most appropriate for his/ger aand
development, and depending also on the reason for referral. Then
parent/s or foster carer will be offered space in assessifiat an
initial assessment, the therapist plans an interventiomdbrchild where
necessary. This may involve seeing only the child on its owseeing
other members of the family either separately or all taget In some
circumstances, the child may be best helped if we work in&gsivith

and alongside, for example, a relative with a mental health problem.

To monitor and evaluate our clinical practice, all therapistseive regular intercultural
supervision and every ten sessions produce progress reportsapethier interventions. Every
ten weeks patients are also invited to complete confidefietialback forms on the service we
offer, on their experience of therapy, and on attending the Centref ahich is vital to
informing the way we evaluate and shape our work. Information obtdioen the feedback
forms is considered and taken into account by the Clinical Director and the&faeiat.

Developments at the Centre

Group Therapy

Among the Centre’s clinical developments | am happy to repottftiiwing the success of the
language based groups, there has been a steady increase in graup woek since 2002. We
now have a total of 7 language groups, five of which are for women and two are for men.

The participants in groups have all suffered atrocities andassresult of events in their native
country. They meet in a group and gain mutual relief and supporttfreisharing of experiences
in their own language. The help and encouragement gained from the group assiatdrig ke
ring of isolation that many of our clientele feel trapped within.

Nadia, a member of one of the Women’s Groups told us:

Therapy is like a mother feeding the child. Initially whermoingd the group, it was
strange, but now seems like going to loving family home, strong support in theray whi
has also help me to even talk about my jealousy and envious.
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Support and Outreach Work

Our work with refugees and asylum seekers has brought to entiatt the overwhelming need
to provide guidance and support for people who remain outside of thalreatth system and
whose invisibility to mainstream services means that their psgcltadsieeds go unnoticed.

An integral part of the Centre’s role now involves support and atreark with refugees in our
local area, in order to raise awareness of mental health issiesm@ices, and to develop trusting
relations with Refugee Communities. This is very important to the Cenitd@ps us to identify
need and address issues before they become too serious. Ouhoubeaalso helps us to keep
abreast of the changing circumstances of refugees and asgkkers here in the United
Kingdom, as well as in their country of origin. Feedback frorants and therapists strongly
encouraged us to develop this aspect of our work. Consequentippveaehed the Esmée
Fairbairn Foundation for funding for the financial year 2004-05, and aldeeto appoint new
bilingual Outreach Support Workers to support young families witin thédren’s educational
needs. During recruitment, priority was given to candidates frignant backgrounds, with the
ability to speak one or more refugee languages and experiencekifig with refugees and/or of
mental health work.

The Outreach Support Workers currently are Nadifa Aden, a effigen Somalia; Sega
Habtom, a refugee from Eritrea; Bahareh Hosseini, a refugee fran; and Anisa Nura, a
refugee from Kosovo.

This project developed in response to the need of newlyedrriefugees and asylum
seekers in 2004 and is funded partly by the Esmée Fairbairn Faumfibta year (2004-05). The
aims of the project are to raise awareness in newly drrdfeigee and asylum seeker families of
the educational services available to them and to provide adngtguidance to asylum seeker
children and their families about particular educational needs.

Three Outreach Support Project leaflets, aimed at childremtpaaad teachers, were designed
and printed in English; these were later translated into Albanian, AmhaaicicABosnian, Farsi,
Tigri, Tigrinya, Somali, Spanish and Swabhili.

In the last year, the Outreach Support Workers were abketa total of 126 clients, 86 of whom
were under the age of 18. In addition, links and partnerships haweeks&blished with over 80
Refugee Community Organisations, GPs, Social Services offit@schools. An Open Surgery
was also staffed by the Outreach workers on weekly basis.

Refugee and Asylum Seeker Mentoring Project

Following the evaluation of a six week pilot scheme in 2003, waldddp start up the Refugee
and Asylum Seeker Mentoring Project which involves medicalestisdfrom UCL mentoring
refugees and asylum seekers who would like support with adaptihgitaew environment. At
the start of January 2005, several medical students startesb toients on a one to one basis,
offering them help with conversational English, homework and othes.table students received
supervision on a fortnightly basis.

Training for Young Refugees and Asylum Seekers

In accordance with the Refugee Therapy Centre’s aim to preupigort and training to young
refugees and asylum seekers in the local area, through theofvotk Volunteer Co-ordinator
and other staff we are able to offer opportunities to young eetignd asylum seekers to learn
new skills, gain experience and receive therapeutic support whelechedVe currently have
young refugees and asylum seekers from the local community, veldimgidor administrative
and language support work, helping to build their confidence. We also rhauge office
volunteers helping us with administration in the office as weltadributing to the training of
young people at Centre.

Introductory Course on Counselling Refugees

The Refugee Therapy Centre runs an Introductory Course on Coungtdiingees for people
who wish to learn about working with refugees and asylum se&kdf®e community. The
course is free for refugees and asylum seekers and is anupifyditr them to learn to use their
experiences to help others. The course consists of a onekafidh@ur lecture, a one-and-a-
half-hour seminar at which a student will present a papdr waek on a chosen subject, and a
one-and-a-half hour experiential group. The course runs weekly@aober to July each year.
This year's course started on Friday"1Bctober and we have 18 students. As in the previous
year, the course involves different lectures in each specibs, followed by a seminar and
experiential group. Josephine Kline kindly offered to run one of the erpatigroups and Enisa
Nura joined her to learn about the group. Nerma Biscevic is rurthgother group. My
gratitude goes to City Parochial Foundation which is kindly finanttiegadministrative part of
the course for this year and next year.
